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ABSTRACT

The present study focuses on investigating the language profile of Late Talkers, on the
quality of words. The specific aim of this research is to analyze the vocabulary
diversity of Late Talkers in Cyprus using CYLEX. The sample consisted of 27
children from a monolingual environment. The language profile of Late Talkers is
compared with Typically-Developing children (TDs), who were matched for Age
with LTs and Language-Matched (LM) TDs. For the statistical analysis of the
results, the Kruskal-Wallis test was used and Pearson r correlations were made
between the Total VVocabulary and the Percentage of each semantic category
separately. The results of the research have shown that the overall vocabulary of Late
Talkers differs significantly from the children of Typically-Developing children both
qualitatively and quantitatively. Late Talkers and Typically-Developing children were
different from Language-Matched (LM) TDs in the production of phrases and in the
production of nouns, indicating a higher percentage of Verbs and a lower percentage
of Nouns in their vocabulary. Late Talkers and Language-Matched (LM) TDs showed
a smaller percentage of Adjectives in their productions than Typically-Developing
children. When Total Vocabulary increases the size of Verbs, Adverbs, and
Adjectives also increases, while Other Words are decreasing. These results are of
great clinical significance as they can contribute to the creation of an integrated
language profile for Late Talkers and therefore give new evidence on the prognosis

for their later linguistic course.
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
