Abstract

The problem of quality nursing care has troubled nursing science through time even before
Florence Nightingale has developed nursing into a profession.

The difficulties in providing a consensus term for quality in nursing and the various factors
that influence the choice for methods that ensure quality are only some of the problems of
the profession faces.

The need for taking measures that ensure quality improvement is probably driven by the
weakness of the health services to provide quality care. In order to evaluate the presence of
the problem the nurse professional has to measure the level of the providing care. Some of
the most popular methods of evaluating nursing care are provided by this scientific work.
The strategies that had been developed over the years to deal with the problem of quality
care are provided here along with the available way to implement these in action.
