ABSTRACT

The present thesis focuses on the ideological views on Greek and Cypriot folk culture presented
in the review Neolaia (1938-1941), an organ of the Metaxas dictatorship, with special emphasis
on the notion of the “Third Hellenic Civilisation” put forward by the regime, as well as the
role of the National Youth Organization (E.O.N.). In this context, the thesis examines features
of the interwar fascist regimes in Europe and their ideological background as models for the
Metaxas dictatorship (1936-1941), especially in the fields of propaganda and the manipulation
of the young. Other points of focus are the debate on “Greekness” which prevailed in the
Interwar period, as well as the historical circumstances that defined the Metaxas dictatorship,
from the Greek-Ottoman war of 1897 to the financial, social and cultural crisis caused by the

defeat of the Greek forces in Asia Minor in 1922 and the ensuing population exchange.
