ABSTRACT

Purpose: This study investigates the performance of children with Specific Language
Impairment (SLI) and children with typical development in repeating non-words and
real words. The questions were asked: a) if there is a statistically significant difference
in the repetition of the words between the youngest children of the two groups; b) if
there is a statistically significant difference in the repetition of the words among the
older children of the two groups; c) if there is a statistically significant difference in
repetition of words among older and younger children with SLI; d) if the number of
correct syllables of real words and non-words produced by children with SLI is

significantly different from that produced by children with typical development.

Methodology: In this study were evaluated 38 children. The children were separated
into 4 groups based on their diagnosis and chronological age. Children with SLI were
separated into two groups (SLI 1, SLI 2), as well as children with typical development
(TD 1, TD 2). In the assessment of the children, words were presented in the Greek
language and in the Cypriot dialect. Each child was asked to repeat 20 real words and

20 non-words both in the Greek language and in the Cypriot dialect.

Results: The results showed that children with SLI have worse performances in
repeating non-words. Between groups SLI 1 and TD 1, a statistically significant
difference was found in the repetition of the real words (p=0.002). On the other hand,
there was a statistically significant difference during the repetition of non-words (p=
0.003) and real words (p= 0.03) between groups SLI 2 and TD 2. In addition, a
statistically significant difference was found between the groups SLI 1 and TD 1, in
terms of the total number of correct syllables in the production of real words (p= 0.004),
while a significant difference in the total number of correct syllables in the production

of non-words (p= 0.004) was found between groups SLI 2 and TD 2.
