ABSTRACT

The aim of the study was to examine the performance of Greek-Cypriot (GC) adults
on the comprehension and the explanation of idiomatic phrases using the Test of
Idiomatic Phrases (TIP) (Kambanaros, 2016), which is divided in to 2 subtests: a
production and a comprehension Subtest. Two groups of adults, between the ages of
20-40 years old participated in this study. The first group consisted of healthy young
adults who resided in Nicosia (mean age=27.7). The second group consisted of
healthy young adults with mean age of 26.6 years old. For each group correlations
were performed between linguistic performance, age and level of education to
examine if those factors contribute to the results. Moreover we wanted to find which
idiomatic phrases had the lowest scores in each subtest. The main result of this study
was that the age did not play a role in performance, but there was a correlation
between the level of education and the performance of adults living in Nicosia (p =
0.011) on the comprehension subtest (TIP: CS). In the production subtest (TIP: PS)
there was a marginally non-significant statistical difference (p = 0.055). Furthermore,
the lowest-performance idioms were also identified and an attempt was made to
explain the low performance in relation to their use in the Cypriot dialect. Based on
the results of this research, it is proposed that further research should be carried out
with a larger sample and that the role of education should be examined in depth and a

variety of the tool should be created for the Cypriot dialect.
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
