ABSTRACT

This thesis is based on a pilot study aiming to evaluate the narrative abilities of
healthy adults in Cyprus. The assessment of narrative abilities was carried out using
the Multilingual Assessment Instrument Narrative (MAIN) tool which includes tasks
of Telling and Retelling of four stories along with sequencing of the stories (Gagarina
et al., 2012). Twelve cognitive healthy people aged between 20;9 — 39;8 years of age

participated in the study, who were divided into two group based on sex.

Group A consisted of men with a mean age of 29 years (SD=5.97) and with a mean
educational level of 4.67 years (SD=1.37). Group B consisted of women with a mean
age of 29.5 years (SD=8.31) and a mean educational level of 4 years (SD=1.41).
Statistical analysis of the results were performed using the statistical test of t-test
(p<0.05) where the findings of the study showed that statistical difference existed
only in the of the microstructure measures such as MLU (p=0.013) with men (5.52)
performing better than women (4.77) on the task of “Telling and Retelling Story”.
Based on the results, it is important to further investigate narrative abilities of healthy

adults in the future.
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
