ABSTRACT

The purpose of this thesis is the study of the acquisition of compound words of the type
N+N (Noun + Noun), by typically developing children, natural speakers of Cypriot Greek
language. In this research participated 30 children, aged 6;0-6;11 years (N = 30), of whom
15 were boys (MA = 6.63) and 15 were girls (MA = 6.60). All children were administered
the Compound Word Test (Kambanaros, 2014: Compound Word Test, 2014). The tool
has two subtests: Comprehension & Semantic Interpretation Subtest and Naming Subtest.
The first subtest, evaluated the parsing and production of compound words and the second
subtest, tested the naming of compound words. The results showed that girls, performed
statistically significantly better than boys in the parsing (p = 0.025) and naming (p =
0.006) subtest, but did not differ in semantic explanation of the compound word.
Generally based on the results, it was found that both girls and boys scored below average
on parsing and naming subtests.
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
