ABSTRACT

Introduction: This study examines the narrative capability of Cypriot children with
TLD and DLD. Children with DLD present language disorders in the absence of any
neurological or psychological problem. Children with TLD have very limited
vocabulary in terms of the variety of words they use when performing narrative works.
This is due to the limited use of different parts of speech, when children are retelling a

story.

Purpose: To identify possible variations or other limitations between the two groups
during a retelling of a story, with regards to the use and variety of the parts of the

speech.

Methods and Material: Data were collected by three registered speech therapists with
the use of the "Bus Story Test" tool, which was distributed to 38 bi-dialectic Cypriot
children aged 4;0 - 9;0. The Greek version of this tool was used after adopting all
necessary variations to the Cypriot dialect. A quality check took place based on
randomized trial. On the contrary, the sample of the group of children with DLD was
taken through non-randomized trial.

Results: There is a statistically significant difference between children with TLD and
children with DLD during re-telling of a story. More specifically, significant differences
were found in regard to the use of the parts of the speech by the two groups. The most
significant difference is mainly found in the category of verbs and in the category of the

variety of words used.

Discussion/ outcomes: The narrative ability in Cypriot children with DLD lags behind
children with TLD. Perhaps, the shortcomings in the storytelling field arise due to poor,
grammatical skills. The need for clinical application of the present results is considered

necessary both during speech assessment and intervention.
