ABSTRACT

Many existing research studies determine that the lexical development levels of
bilingual children in the presence of translation equivalents or not, as far as words are
concerned. Few of the said academic investigations examine the vocabulary aspect
relating to the monolingual population in contrast, more particularly in Cyprus. The
purpose of this research work was to explore whether the semantic-lexical development
levels between monolingual and bilingual school children can be comparable to each
other. Fifty-six children in total were included in this study who were monolingual and
bilingual speakers. The sample of the monolingual speakers consisted of forty-six
children and that of the bilingual speakers was made up of ten children. The ages of the
participants varied between 6:5 and 11 years old and the children were further divided
into two age sub-groups for purposes of analyzing and comparing the two sub-groups
with each other. The diagnostic tools all the children were provided with examine the
expression vocabulary capacity and include the Expressive Vocabulary Test, Action
Images, Grammar and Information Sufficiency, one part of the Diagnostic Verbal 1Q
(DVIQ) and one part of the Athena Test. Further on, a statistical analysis of the data was
carried out taking into account the mean average values and the standard deviation
assessments, by applying the statistical test t-test (p<0.5). The results showed that the
monolingual children in the younger age sub-group achieved higher scores than those of
the bilingual children in the respective age sub-group, thus creating a significant
statistical difference of p> 0.05 in all of the diagnostic tools. In contrast, the
monolingual and bilingual children in the older age sub-group did not make a
significant statistical difference, since it was p>0.05. Therefore, some factors affecting
the semantic-lexical development related to age may be observed. As an initial effort,
the results provided with important information as well as prompting one to proceed

with further research.
