ABSTRACT

Introduction: Communication is the way people express their needs, thoughts and
desires. Some communication disorders lead to inability of expression, so the field of
Augmentative and Alternative Communication (AAC) can temporarily or permanently,
support people with communication disorders so that they can communicate effectively.
In contrast to the pediatric population, there is a lack of literature on the use of AAC for
adults with acquired communication disorders. Aim of the study: The aim of the
present study was to investigate the views of speech and language pathologists
regarding the use of AAC for adults with acquired communication disorders.
Methodology: The participants were 6 registered speech and language therapists, who
used to use or are currently using AAC systems, to support adults with acquired
communication disorders. To obtain the information, semi-structured interviews were
conducted. Then, a thematic analysis of the information was performed. Results: The
results showed a positive attitude of speech and language therapists in Cyprus,
regarding the use of AAC with people with acquired communication disorders. Speech
and language pathologists’ preferences mainly concern low-tech means, since they are
considered easier to use. Factors that may affect the acceptance, rejection, or
abandonment of AAC systems, such as the individual, family, technology, and speech
therapists, have also been reported. Conclusions: A key conclusion is the importance of
the role of speech and language therapists, as well as the support of the family, for the
acceptance of the use of the various media AAC. Lack of information and knowledge
about the AAC can lead to the rejection of its use. Thus, the competent bodies are called
to inform and train properly for the AAC systems, providing quality services to the

adults, with the aim of improving their quality of life.
