ABSTRACT

Communication is the process of exchanging information between individuals and plays
an important role in human life. This process is not easy for all people, as there are
people with limited or no verbal communication who need to use Augmentative and
Alternative Communication (AAC) systems, such as MAKATON and PECS, to be able
to communicate effectively. The aim of this research is to describe the mechanism of
utilization of the language programs MAKATON and PECS by Speech Pathologists
working in Cyprus. The present study involved 10 registered Speech Pathologists, some
of whom were trained in both language systems while the rest of the participants were
trained in one of the two systems, through seminars and use one of the two in their
work. Data collection was performed through semi-structured interviews and data was
analysed thematically. The findings show that the participants prefer the MAKATON
language system, because it is more flexible and can be used in a wide range of cases
unlike PECS, which has a stricter structure and is not used as often. In conclusion,
participants suggest some improvements for both language systems to make them more
efficient. Finally, the need for continuous training of the various specialties and the
family on how the systems of the AAC can be used to provide better services to
individuals and how education affects the views and practices of Speech Pathologists is
highlighted.
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
