ABSTRACT

Through communication, a person satisfies their basic needs, interacts with those around
him, maintains participation in society and is independent to a large degree. Nevertheless,
there are adults who due to communication disorders, are unable to communicate. One
method of ensuring their communication is the use of Augmentation and Alternative
Communication (AAC) systems. The aim of the present study is to investigate the
experiences of specilaists and carers of individuals with complex communication
disorders who use AAC systems to communicate. The main research question is: which
are the factors which influence the acceptance, abandonment and rejection of the EU
system? Participants were required to be couples, as such, information was collected from
four carers of individuals with complex communication disorders and from two assistive
technology specialists. Data was collected via telephone interviews. The results of the
data analysis showed that the main factors of acceptance/ rejection/ abandonment of AAC
systems relate to the individual, family, previous computer knowledge, interaction with
the specialist, the mode of presentation, training of the individual's use of the system,
financial, suitability of the system for the individual and the sense of security for a low-
tech AAC system in case of failure of the high-tech system. It is concluded that the factors
of acceptance / rejection / abandonment of an AAC system, although they vary, are
common in most cases. Nevertheless, some of the factors for some users are in favor of

accepting the use of EEE systems and for some against.
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
