ABSTRACT

The present study constitutes a bibliographic review of scientific studies that investigate
the ability of Greek-speaking individuals with aphasia to produce and/or comprehend
the following verb-related morphosyntactic /functional categories: a) subject-verb
agreement, b) tense/time reference, and c) aspect. To examine the above categories,
researchers use either structured tasks, such as sentence completion tasks and sentence
grammatically judgment tasks, or semi-structured tasks, such as image description tasks
and spontaneous speech extraction through an interview. The theoretical background of
the present study consists of significant information about aphasia and its types, such as
their causes and main characteristics, as well as information in relation to the linguistic
status of the above morphosyntactic /functional categories in Greek language. There is
also a brief reference to the assessment and rehabilitation of patients with aphasia. The
ultimate goal of this bibliographic review is to provide easier access to valid

information about morphosyntactic features/characteristics in Greek language.
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
