ABSTRACT

Introduction: Aphasia is a speech and language disorder that often leaves other
cognitive and mental functions intact. Patients with aphasia often have significant
grammar problems. More specifically, Broca aphasia (non-fluent aphasia) is defined
as a syndrome caused by a stroke in the left hemisphere and is characterized by
various difficulties in speech and especially in literacy. However, as far as the
literature is concerned, there are not enough empirical data to show the characteristics
of this aphasia and in particular the analysis (semi) of spontaneous speech in Greek-
speaking people with non-flowing aphasia.

Purpose: the detection and analysis of errors in the production of (semi) spontaneous
speech in Greek-speaking individuals with non-fluent aphasia and their comparison
with healthy individuals.

Methodology: The present dissertation is based on data from three individuals with
non-fluent aphasia and three healthy individuals who formed the control group. All
six participants were native speakers of Common Modern Greek. The group of people
with non-fluent aphasia and the control group were of similar age and education.
Three narrative speech extraction approaches were used to obtain the research data.
Participants with aphasia, as well as healthy controls, were asked to describe a picture
of the Cookie Thieft and then participants in both groups were interviewed and asked
to answer some questions asked by the examiner.

Results: The group of people with non-fluent aphasia had worse results than the
control group. This was evident mainly from the difficulty in producing more
complex grammatical sentences and more complex pronunciations.

Conclusion: In the present study, as already expected, difficulties were identified in
people with non-fluent aphasia, related to the production of syntactically complex and
grammatically correct pronunciations. This group was compared with the control
group and it was found that, indeed, the group of participants with non-fluent aphasia
performed worse than the other team. However, there are few researches that have
dealt with this issue, so it is necessary to have more.
