ABSTRACT

Introduction: The iconicity of the different types of symbols of Augmentative and
Alternative Communication was investigated quite extensively in the 90s. However,
there is limited research on iconicity in specific for symbols designed and published in
the last decade. Purpose: The purpose of this research was to investigate the iconicity
of Talking Mats symbols compared to that of ParticiPics symbols. The research
questions were (1) What is the level of iconicity of Talking Mats symbols compared to
ParticiPics? (2) What is the level of iconicity of Talking Mats and ParticiPics in
different grammatical word categories? (3) What is the participants' opinion regarding
the relationship of color to the iconicity of the two sets of symbols? Methodology: A
mixed method was used with both quantitative and qualitative data being collected. A
semi-structured interview with two questions and a presentation of two power points
with the graphic symbols of each set-in different serialization was used to conduct the
research. A 5 Likert point was used with the power points. The participants were 20 first
year speech and language therapy students with an age of 19 years on average and
without any disorder or neurological impairment. Results: The findings for the first
research question were that the degree of iconicity of Talking Mats symbols was 5,
while ParticiPics was 4,5. For the second research question the findings were that the
iconicity of nouns in the Talking Mats symbols was 4, while for the verbs were 5. In
contrast, the iconicity of nouns in ParticiPics symbols was 5, while in verbs it was 4,5.
The findings for the colour of the symbols were that 16 out of 20 participants responded
positively, i.e., that colour helps to represent the relationship between symbol and
concept. Conclusion: There is no statistically significant difference between the degree
of iconicity of the Talking Mats and ParticiPics symbols nor between the nouns and
verbs of these two sets. The results suggest the need for further research on these
symbol sets.
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
