ABSTRACT

Although it is now widely accepted that everyone has an inherent right to freely give and receive
information, there is no nation in the world where there is complete freedom of expression
(whether spoken or written). Instead, each nation has its own set of laws protecting individuals
from practices such as slander, libel, defamation, insulting religious beliefs, undermining the
constitution, child pornography, hate speech, etc. This dissertation focuses on the phenomenon of
censorship in the arts and on cases of censorship in Greek art. Initially, some theoretical questions
surrounding the phenomenon of censorship are examined, while the study of cases of censorship

in Greek art is used as a guide to understanding the phenomenon in a broader context.
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
