ABSTRACT

One of the most interesting aspects of Aristotelian work concerns the analysis of the emotions
of pity and fear, as presented in his works Poetics and Rhetoric. This study aims to examine
Aristotle’s views on these emotions, which hold a central role in moral life and in the reception
of tragedy. By analyzing Aristotle’'s positions and correlating them with approaches by
contemporary philosophers, this study seeks to understand the role of emotions in his ethical
theory and his perception of human nature, as well as to highlight their significance in the
contemporary discussion on the role of emotions in Aesthetics.

In the first chapter, Aristotle’s views on the role of emotions in moral life are examined,
focusing on the ways in which the emotions evoked by tragedy shape the moral perception of
the audience. The second chapter analyzes the emotions of pity and fear and presents their
interrelation. The third chapter delves into the nature of the emotion of fear and its role in moral
life, while the fourth chapter examines contemporary approaches to these two emotions, with
an emphasis on the work of the American philosopher Martha Nussbaum.

In the fourth and final chapter, the study focuses on the role of the emotions of pity and fear in
achieving catharsis, as it arises from our engagement with tragedy. By examining Aristotle's
views on plot, characters, and the structure of the narrative text, the study attempts to
understand how the evocation of these painful emotions contributes to the aesthetic and moral
value of the work, as well as to the development of a moral stance in life.
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
