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ABSTRACT

Purpose: The present research was created with the aim of investigating the state of
digital literacy in the practice of Speech Language Therapy in Cyprus, by Speech and
Language Therapists (SLTs) who work with children and adolescents aged 0-18 years,
during their intervention in language or literacy. The first of the two research objectives
refers to the knowledge of Cypriot SLTs regarding digital literacy during their clinical
intervention. The second research objective concerns how SLTs working in Cyprus with

children and adolescents aged 0-18 use digital literacy in language/literacy intervention.

Methodology: A total of 32 SLTs, aged 20 to 45, who worked in Cyprus, in the public
or private sector, and provided intervention in the language, oral and written language,
to children and/or adolescents participated. An online questionnaire was used to obtain
information from SLTs, about their personal knowledge and use of technology, the
collection and communication of information, the use of technology in clinical practice,
and digital literacy teaching/intervention with children and adolescents. Subsequently,

the coding and analysis of the data were carried out using Microsoft Excel.

Results: The results showed mixed responses regarding the familiarity with the term
"digital literacy", however there was a willingness from the majority of participants to
further develop their knowledge of digital literacy. Additionally, language availability,
cost, time and lack of knowledge were all significant factors influencing the decision of
SLTs to use digital literacy with children and/or adolescents during the intervention.
Moreover, in terms of the working environment, few participants had sufficient access
to a variety of digital devices and software as well as adequate technological support for

the use of digital tools during the intervention.

Conclusions: Insufficient access to digital devices and software in the working
environment creates barriers to developing the skills required to utilize digital tools.
Furthermore, there is a crucial need for more education and awareness regarding digital
literacy to help the Cypriot population develop the required skills and utilize the
benefits of technology.
