ABSTRACT

The bilingual population has been rapidly increasing in Cyprus in recent years. The
speech-language diagnosis of this population often poses a challenge for speech
pathologists due to their heterogeneity. The aim of this study is to attribute the linguistic
differences in the areas of vocabulary and morphosyntactic structures between typically
developing bilingual children and bilingual children with language disorder. In this
study, the performances of 40 typically developing bilingual children and 9 children
with language disorder, aged from 43 to 114 months (3;5 — 9;5), from the records of the
University clinic of the Cyprus University of Technology in the areas of receptive and
expressive vocabulary and morphosyntactic structures were described, compared, and
analyzed. For this research, the statistical software SPSS was used for descriptive
statistical analysis and comparison of the data. From the analysis of the children's
performances from the two groups, it emerged that bilingual children with language
disorder significantly lagged in the areas of receptive and expressive vocabulary
compared to typically developing bilingual children. In the domain of morphosyntactic
structure production, the performances of bilingual children with language disorders
were higher than those of typically developing bilingual children, although the
difference was not statistically significant. Nevertheless, further in-depth research on
this topic is needed to obtain a more comprehensive understanding of the performance

differences between the two groups in a larger sample.
