ABSTRACT

Introduction: Individuals with complex communication needs struggle to develop
functional, oral, and verbal speech. Speech-language pathologists are responsible for
providing these individuals with services to a large extent through the field of
Augmentative and Alternative Communication (AAC). Specifically, they support
children and adults by preventing, assessing, and intervening in speech, language, and
swallowing disorders, with the aim of improving their quality of life. Quality of life is a
broader concept that can be evaluated using both subjective and objective criteria and
refers to an individual's overall well-being. Aim: The aim of this particular thesis is to
explore and analyze speech therapy students' perspectives on accessibility issues related
to the Communication Quality of Life Scale (ASHA QCL). Methodology: In this study,
22 speech therapy students, in their 3rd and 4th years of study, participated. Semi-
structured interviews were conducted in five focus groups, ranging from three to seven
individuals, where qualitative data were collected and analyzed through thematic
analysis. Results: The results showed that the Communication Quality of Life Scale
(ASHA QCL), according to the students, does not encompass all accessibility issues for
AAC users and requires modification. Conclusions: It also appeared that there are no
quality of life assessment tools for individuals with complex communication needs,

making it necessary to create such assessment tools.
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
