ABSTRACT

Aphasia as a language disorder often impairs speech and communication, making it
difficult for individuals to produce personal stories during their social interactions. The
aim of the present study is to examine how verbal strategies can improve the storytelling
skills of adults with chronic aphasia in group therapy. The specific study was carried out
at the Rehabilitation Clinic of the Cyprus University of Technology, in which three
participants with chronic aphasia took part in a group setting, aiming to evaluate the
effectiveness of the techniques used in expanding storytelling skills. Nine treatment
sessions were conducted which included co-production and co-design methods aimed at
producing words, sentences, and overall communication strategies with the goal of
developing the skills of telling personal stories. This research was qualitative and
focused on the analysis of the various verbal techniques but also their application after
the treatment which was based on the narratives of the participants. The findings of this
study reveal positive results in the development of storytelling skills after the
intervention of verbal techniques. The current study is important because it provides the
potential to enhance therapeutic approaches used in the intervention of aphasia, a
disorder characterized by severe language difficulties that can affect comprehension and
production of language, reading and writing with a significant impact on quality of life.
To enhance current treatment approaches but also to ensure the best possible
intervention for people with aphasia, the need for further research in this area is
highlighted. This study is expected to provide useful suggestions for the treatment of
aphasia in a group context, improving the lives and facilitating the reintegration into

society of those affected.
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
