ABSTRACT

The assessment of narrative skills is promoted as a fundamental and necessary
element of the diagnostic process, which can provide a more complete description of
language than any other language tool and consequently be a valid, predictive indicator
of the later academic and social skills of the individual.

The present research attempted to investigate, describe and compare the narrative
skills of 114 dialectical, Greek Cypriot children of typical development, aged 4;11 to 10;
10 years and 16 children with Developmental Language Disorder, age 5;0 to 8;6 years
old. More specifically, it sought to compare children's narrative skills at macrostructure
level, focusing on children's performance/score on "Total narrative elements” and

"Completed Episodes”, using the assessment tool "The bus story".

Based on the results obtained from the present research, a clear development and
increasing improvement of Typical Development children has been found, which as they
grow, their narrative skills at the macrostructure level improve. In contrast, the effect of
gender on the performance of narrative macrostructure of Typical Development children
was not considered statistically significant. Finally, comparing children with
Developmental Language Disorder and children with Typical Development found that

macrostructure scores are comparable between the two groups.

The present study, therefore, although it is one of the few studies evaluating
narrative and more specifically at macrostructure level, in dialectical Greek Cypriot
children, despite the limitations, may provide a better picture of children's narrative
abilities, depending on age, gender and the existence or not of pathology, while, at the

same time, it may trigger further research.
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
