ABSTRACT

The concept of art has been a persistent subject of philosophical inquiry, without reaching a
universally accepted and definitively precise definition. The diversity of artistic creation, along
with aesthetic evolution and cultural shifts, challenges every attempt at rigid delimitation of
the phenomenon. Historical approaches that focus on imitation, expression, or formal structure
have proven to be limiting within the context of contemporary art theory.

The study examines both essentialist and anti-essentialist perspectives, placing particular
emphasis on the idea of art as an “open concept”, as articulated by Morris Weitz, based on
Ludwig Wittgenstein’s notion of “family resemblances”. This approach rejects the existence
of fixed necessary properties of art, suggesting instead that the concept is enriched and
transformed according to cultural and social contexts.

The thesis subsequently explores institutional theories of art, primarily as developed by
Arthur Danto and George Dickie, who shift the focus from aesthetic experience to conceptual
and institutional frameworks. According to their views, art is defined not by its inherent
features but by its incorporation into the institutional domain of the “artworld” and its
acceptance by relevant cultural agents.

The dissertation concludes with reference to contemporary reconsiderations by Richard
Wollheim, Derek Matravers, and Dominic Mclver Lopes, who attempt a synthetic approach
encompassing intention, use aesthetic reception, and cultural function. Through critical
comparison, their contribution to the understanding of art as a socially constructed phenomenon
is highlighted, while also noting certain theoretical limitations, such as circularity and the
marginalization of artistic intention or reception. The study ultimately suggests that art does
not admit a univocal definition but rather requires a multilayered approach that integrates
institutional structures, artistic intention, cultural function, and the interpretative experience of

the viewer.
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
