ABSTRACT

Introduction: This study is about the recommendation of Expressive Vocabulary for

children of Cyprus in different stages of their language development.

Purpose: To study the semantic diversity in the vocabulary of children in different
stages of development, regard to the age of the children and the size of their
vocabulary. We studied typically developing children at their third year of life, by the
developmental semantic Questionnaire of CYLEX.

Methodology: The questionnaire of CYLEX has been completed by the parents of 74
children, in four age groups (24, 28, 32 and 36 months). We focused on word production
and measured children’s total expressive vocabulary, as well as the percentage of the

semantic categories.

Results: A one-way ANOVA showed significant differences in total expressive
vocabulary between the four age groups. Post-hoc tests showed significant differences
between the 36-month-olds and all the rest of the groups, but not between any of the
other age groups, with a notable increase in vocabulary size as age progresses. One-
way ANOV As with the percentage of the different categories as dependent variable and
age group as fixed factor showed a significant increase in Function Words as age
progresses and a significant decrease in Nouns with age. Pearson r correlations
compared the size of the lexicon to the percentage of the different categories,
irrespective of age, and showed a significant increase in Verbs, Adjectives and Function

Words, as well as a significant decrease in Other Words.



Discussion: Information is given about the semantic categories which consist the
vocabulary of children. This data is consistent with models of lexical development
which have emerged from other languages and can be used as part of the assessment
of language development in clinical practice.
