ABSTRACT

This dissertation investigates facets of literary modernism in the Mediterranean. More
specifically, the study’s aim is to illustrate that in the Mediterranean, there emerged a different,
alternative manifestation of modernity which, to a large extent, developed independently from
the corresponding values and norms of Western Europe. Within Mediterranean modernity, we
can locate important, anti-hegemonic cases of Modernism. Through selected literary texts, the
study investigates the Mediterranean as a place of cultural fluidity, hybridity, and of mixed
identities, which transcends the binary categories of West/East, Christianity/Islam,

colonizer/colonized, and the notions of separate “national” categories.
