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This study presents the outcomes of Reflective Practice (RP) (Lincoln et al., 1997) of Speech
and Language Therapy (SLT) students at the Cyprus University of Technology (CUT). RP
has been recognized as an important clinical skill over the past decades (Mann et al., 2009).
SLT students proceed with self-appraisal procedures, via reflective questionnaires, at the end
of each clinical placement. This is the first study reporting the experience of the University
Rehabilitation Clinic of CUT concerning RP during SLT students’ clinical training. The
University Rehabilitation Clinic provides high quality Evidence-Based Practice (EBP)
clinical training in assessment and evaluation procedures, intervention, therapy and
rehabilitation on a vast range of clinical cases from infancy to adulthood. These high-quality
services are provided in a contemporary hi-tech rehabilitation clinic which includes
therapeutic and observation rooms, clinical and research labs and training facilities for all
SLT students. The SLT students self-evaluated their clinical performance and experience
with a constructive questionnaire of 22 items. Each item is scored from 1 to 5, where 1 is the
lower performance and 5 the maximum. The results revealed statistically significant progress
with recorded linearity to most evaluated skills (p < .001, n* >0.21) i.e., setting long term
goals, session plan development, advance personal initiatives, change in therapeutic position,
control of session in parallel improvements in clinical writing skills. Although many other
skills haven’t prove a significant difference in this study, the need for the implementation of
new strategies during clinical practice was evident.
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
