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ABSTRACT

The current cross-sectional study focused on identifying the phonetic repertoire and
phonological processes used by bi-dialectal typically developing speakers of Cypriot
Greek across the ages of 2;0 —4;11 years. Given that young children during the first
years of life follow a robust phonetic and phonological development in the form of
enrichment of the phonetic inventory and reduction of phonological processes cross-
linguistically, the investigation hypothesized an increase in the phonemes used as well
as a differentiation of the phonological processes according to the complexity of the
words is expected as a function of age. It was also predicted that linguistic variety of

focus (CG dialect) would yield differential language specific patterns.

It is a cross-sectional study and participants included 14 bi-dialects typically developing
children ages 2;0 — 4;11 years. The participants were divided into separate experimental
groups according to chronological age and included 5 children in each block of 2;0 —
2;11, 3;0 — 3;11 and 4 children in the block of 4;0 — 4;11 age levels. The assessment was
performed via administering a number of phonological stimuli probes from the
assessment testing subscale section of the battery “Dokimasia Ikanotitas Glossas”
(DOKIGLO). The dependent variables included the phonetic inventory size, the
percentage of occurrence of phonological processes and the percentage of consonants
correct. The data analysis was done in the Microsoft Excel program, calculating the

average and the standard deviation of each variable.

The results revealed that over time both the size of phonetic repertoire and the
percentage of consonants correct remain stable according to chronological age.
Regarding the phonological processes, there is no reduction but a differentiation

according to the complexity of the words.

Additionally, in terms of phonological processes it is partly supported by previous
findings reported by dialectal CG-speaking youngsters. Specifically, the phonemes
observed to be absent or undergo some phonological process included IPA /3, z, r/ and
the clusters of the phonemes /s/ and /1/ at older ages. Children's performance varies
according to the child's familiarity with the word and the degree of its phonological
complexity. The phonological processes used by Cypriot children are mainly preverbal

assimilation, substitutions and simplifications of clusters.
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
