ABSTRACT

Introduction: Speech therapy is the science that deals with the prevention, evaluation,
diagnosis, treatment of communication disordersin children and adults (Kampanarou,
2007). This paper was an innovative research and concerned the attitudes of speech
therapy students regarding the effects of the pandemic (Covid-19) on the Clinical /
Internship of the Cyprus University of Technology (TEPAK). The purpose of this
research isto present the alternative solutions, which were applied in the Clinical /
Practice during the pandemic and how they had impacted students on clinical
experienced. Methodology: Thetool used in thisresearch wasin the form of a
guestionnaire, which included 30 questions, divided into three parts. The sample
consisted of 40 third-year, fourth-year and graduate students of speech therapy at cut and
apart of fourth-year students of the European University of Cyprus (EUC). A pilot
survey was conducted. The data collected was classified in Microsoft Excel. Results:
Telepractice (TP) was the alternative used by studentsin their treatment sessions during
the pandemic. The method most used by the students was TP 1: 1 and the students were
satisfied with the quality of the services they offered through the TP. The maority of
students preferred physical presence over TP. Conclusions: The use of TP during the
Clinical / Internship was effective and thisis evident both from the quality of the services
offered by the students and from the satisfaction they felt during the internship. Students
seem to support physical presence over TP to offer their services because they feel more
confident due to their previous experience in Clinical Exercise| and I1.
