“My heart swims in blood”: Frontpage and the Aesthetics of Horror

Dr. Georgios Markou is an Assistant Professor of Art History at the Cyprus University of
Technology, specializing in early modern Mediterranean art. He received his PhD from the
University of Cambridge and has held postdoctoral research positions at Princeton University,
the British School at Rome, and the University of Cambridge. His research focuses on the
period of Venetian rule in Cyprus, highlighting the artistic and cultural patronage of the
island’s elite families. His forthcoming monograph, Mediterranean Synthesis: Art and Identity
in Venetian Cyprus, aims to enrich the field by uncovering overlooked aspects of Cypriot art
history.

Dr. Markou also explores broader themes in Mediterranean art, including studies on the
Melian painter Antonio Vassilacchi (known as L’ Aliense) and Dominikos Theotokopoulos (El
Greco). He is currently preparing the first study of extant Greek annotations in El Greco’s
personal library. His work has been presented internationally, and his research has received
funding from organizations such as the American Philosophical Society, the Gladys Krieble
Delmas Foundation, the Francis Haskell Memorial Fund, and others. Committed to
interdisciplinarity, Dr. Markou bridges art historical analysis with cultural and social history,
offering new insights into identity formation within the complex socio-political landscape of
the early modern Mediterranean.
