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ABSTRACT

Language is a necessary tool for communication. It is inseparably connected with pragmatics,
which integrates the transmission and understanding of pragmatics by comparing the messages.
On the present project, we can see research from bibliography which evaluates pragmatics by
comparing abilities of typical children and children with disorders. Children at the early stages of
learning a language and also at advanced level, is mentioned and analyzed. It is worth
mentioning the fact that a guide about the Cyprus population is yet to be established. Therefore
the aim of the present study, which includes twenty-five, typically developed single-language
pre-school students was to determine the expected reactions of average though the use of
questionnaires which were completed by parents. For the presentation of the results, the children
were divided in to two subgroups on the age of the children. The results showed that the children
of both subgroups have similar pragmatic abilities, using mainly words. The elder children of the
sample exhibit slightly better social capabilities. There are some specific questions, the answers
vary. In conclusion, typically developed pre- school aged children communicate verbally either

to begin or answer to an interaction.
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
