ABSTRACT

Introduction: Language is a hierarchically structured system with symbols and rules,
which is used by individuals for the ultimate purpose of communication. The
assessment of language in the field of Speech Therapy through validated tests

constitutes a potentially useful source of information.

Purpose: The present undergraduate thesis’ goal is the pilot application of the first
part of the language test “DOKIGLO” (Greek acronym for AOKIT'AQ; Essay for
Language Assessment), its perception, and its parameters.

Materials and Method: The sample for validation consisted of 35 typically
developed children (14 girls and 21 boys), from 3 age groups 2;0-2;11, 3;0-3;11, 4,0-
4;11, from several private kindergartens in the province of Nicosia (Cyprus), and the
researchers' environment. For the administration of the test, the examiners used the
answer sheets and the stimulus book of the first part of the language assessment; the
perception part. Statistical analyses of results were carried out through descriptive
statistics and Analysis of Variance (ANOVA), using SPSS software.

Results: The results of the pilot phase of the DOKIGLO language tool showed that
children's performance was heterogeneous depending of their age group and the sub-
tests. Further, children of the third age group had higher performance than the rest of
the children. In addition, in the Vocabulary sub-test, all children had statistically

significantly better performance in comparison to the rest of the sub-tests.

Conclusions: The proof of heterogeneity and diversity in the performance of
preschool children in the different sub-tests of this assessment has confirmed that

language is a dynamic system, which changes in relation to age.
