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ABSTRACT

This present experimental research has as its main aim the evaluation of narrative abilities of
healthy adult Cypriots with the use of the tool Multilingual Assessment Instrument for
Narratives (MAIN). In this particular research, 17 healthy adults took part, 9 of which were
men and 8 of which were women who had an age from 49 to 75 years. All the participants
were assessed in two types of narratives — retelling and simple telling — for each story they
were asked to answer ten comprehension questions. The results of the research showed that
during narration the people of this age group omitted data thereby decreasing the information
content of their narration. Moreover, they had better results in story retelling towards
macrostructure and microstructure and responded better to questions in comprehending
simple telling of the story. Yet, the men in relation to the women performed better in
retelling, especially to MLU. However, the women in relation to the men performed better in
simple telling, especially in the amount of sentences they used. Finally, the people of a
younger age had higher results in comprehension questions in story retelling.
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
