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ABSTRACT

This paper’s basic aim is the documentation of language skills of preschool and the first
stages of primary school children who speak the Cypriot dialect, while evaluating the Greek tool
“Logometro.” The fields of Phonological Knowledge and Process have been evaluated, with a
Receptive and Expressive Vocabulary also including the Morphological Ability of 20 children,
5-6 and 6-7 years old. The possibility of using the tool for children who speak the Cypriot
dialect was evaluated, so it may be used for assessment purposes, setting the mandatory
transformations in comparison to the Cypriot way of life, thus creating the first tool that will be
able to evaluate all levels of language learning which has to do with Cypriot data. From the
trials of the Phonological Knowledge and Process, we have found out that the Cypriot children of
preschool age do not have full control over pronunciation as this ability is at an emerging stage.
The children of preschool and early school years have the complete ability of composing words
through syllables from the age of 5. They also do not recognize nor use words they do not hear
in their daily lives. An important point is that the parents in Cyprus, in order to express certain
words, they describe the action produced by the noun without naming it, thus the child adopts
this form of explanation and understanding. In the field of Morphological Knowledge, it has
been noticed that the children of preschool and early stage schooling do not have the ability to
express the action of the noun in discussion or the adjective. Overall, the recognition of the
proper verb type with the use of pseudowords appeared to be easier than the production of

words.
