ABSTRACT

The limited number of weighted assessment tools in the Greek clinical area creates an
important gap in the scientific community. The present research was quantitative research .
The objectives of the research were the weighting of the PEACH Rating Scale v.4 in the
Greek language and the collection of normative data for the listening ability of Greek-
speaking children, of typical development, aged 1 to 6 years. The research was carried out by
administering the PEACH Rating Scale v.4 to 59 caregivers/guardians/parents from Greece
and Cyprus. Through this specific rating scale, children's reactions to quiet and noisy
situations during the previous week are evaluated (Bagatto et al., 2011). The Evaluation Scale
shows high reliability and internal consistency (Cronbach alpha=0.891 and =0.904). The
results are displayed with tables and diagrams. According to the results obtained for the
participants from Greece and Cyprus, strong positive correlations were observed between
children’s scores in quiet situations (QuietScoreGreece) and noisy situations
(NoiseScoreGreece). There is a strong positive correlation between children's total scores and
scores in quiet situations and noisy situations respectively. A moderate to weak positive
correlation was observed between children's age and their total score on the scale. A moderate
