ABSTRACT

The international literature states that the percentage of children with Developmental
Language Disorder (DLD) is around 7% and despite the fact that there aren’t
epidemiological dataregarding the incidence of DLD in Cyprus, it is expected that it
will be proportional. Preschool and school teachers’ knowledge, attitudes and views
about DLD are very important, because primary and appropriate intervention of children
is crucial in the early stages of their lives and for the limitation of subsequent effects..
Therefore, the purpose of this study was to investigate the knowledge, views and
attitudes of primary school teachers regarding the DLD. Another aim was also to
examine their views regarding the treatment of these children, but also to identify their
needs during their school studies. The ultimate goal of this research was to suggest
appropriate actions in order to support the process of education of children with DLD,
within the school context. These aims were achieved through an elaborate questionnaire
addressed to primary school teachers working in the public sector in Cyprus. The results
showed a significant lack of basic knowledge about DLD, through misunderstandings
through the answers of the participants regarding its characteristics, effects causes.
However, there was a positive attitude towards DLD, as most participants stated that
they were willing to teach these children. The lack of important knowledge for DLD by
the teachers, proved to be derived from their basic studies, which are the foundations for
the practice-based recruiting knowledge. In conclusion, the present study suggests the
import of courses in the basic studies of teachers, but also their information and
education, through seminars and workshops, which will increase their awareness of
DLD.
